Instructions to Presidents:

You will be judging Clubs that are not in your Division. This year, the Large Club Presidents will rate the small clubs, the Medium Club Presidents will rate the large clubs, and the Small Club Presidents will rate the medium clubs.  The final phase will consist of a review by the District Governor and District Chairs of results from your judging. The judging is voluntary. If you are unable to do the judging, you may designate someone else in your Club to do it for you. If you wish not to vote, please alert the Chair at nmasuno@fhb.com.
All the Rotary Clubs are divided into three Divisions. Awards will be given out to the 1st place and Runner up (for most of the award categories) within each of the Division, which are based on membership sizes as of the July 1, 2009 RI SAR.
Large Clubs will judge only these Small Clubs - 15 Clubs (0-24 Members):

Small Clubs will judge only these Medium Clubs - 17 Clubs (25-41 Members): 

Ala Moana, Downtown Honolulu, Honolulu Pau Hana, Kaneohe, Kapaa, Kapolei, Kauai, Lahaina, Lahaina Sunrise, North Hawaii, Pearl Harbor, Pearlridge, Poipu Beach, Volcano, Wahiawa-Waialua, Waianae Coast, West Honolulu.

 

Medium Clubs will judge only these Large Clubs - 16 Clubs (42 Members and above):
East Honolulu, Hanalei Bay, Hilo, Hilo Bay, Honolulu Sunrise, Honolulu Sunset, Honolulu, Kahala Sunrise, Kahului, Kihei-Wailea, Kona, Maui, Metropolitan Honolulu, South Hilo, Waikiki, Windward Oahu.
